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GROUTING TECHNIQUES

CHARACTER OF BRICK

Grout truly brings your brickwork together. With
traditional grouting methods, it is the grout that fills
the voids between bricks. Grout also plays an
important part in the overall visual appearance of your

finished brickwork.

Selecting the type, size and color of the brick is only
part of the customization process. You can select from
several different grouting styles to further create the
perfect look for your home.

The most common
grout technique is a
standard or raked
joint. This is what

you typically see with
brickwork, for example.
The grout is evenly
applied around the
edge of each brick.
When finished, the
grout appears as a recessed even layer, filling the gaps

between bricks. This is a classic, traditional technique
that provides timeless beauty.

For a more old-

world look, choose
overgrouting. This
technique uses a much
heavier grout seam.
Depending on the look
you want, the grout can
be even with or extend
beyond the face of the
brick, rather than being

recessed like the standard grout technique. Grout may
even partially cover the face of the brick.

A SMALL DETAIL THAT CAN DRAMATICALLY CHANGE THE

A flush joint is when
a trowel is held flat
against the brick
and moved along
the surface, so as to
cut away the excess
mortar. The resulting
joint is flush with the
brick.

All of ProVia thin brick has a natural, ageless beauty.

PROFESSIONAL INSTALLATION FAQ

FOR YEARS OF GUARANTEED BEAUTY

Q: Will my brick fade once installed?

A Some color change can be expected following
installation. Thin Brick is made from a concrete
mixture that contains high-quality, lightweight
aggregates and Portland cement, combined with
water and wet-cast into molds. The higher the
moisture content of a brick, the darker and more
saturated its appearance. The brick will lighten as the
moisture equalizes. The moisture content in the brick
may take up to six months to equalize, depending on

weather conditions.

How should | prep my doors and windows?

>

Make sure all openings are properly flashed before
applying brick. This prevents water seepage from
going under the application which will cause it to fail.

Do | have to use grout?
A: Your brick does not have to be grouted as long
as the installation is in an area where freeze/
thaw is not common. When installing a dry stack
application always refer to CMHA guidelines.
Q: Do you provide products for overhead installation
(ceilings, overhangs, etc. with one surface adhesion)?
A: Consult with your Stone Mason and current CMHA

guidelines for details on these types of installations.

Q: How close to the ground can these bricks be
installed?

A: The brick should be installed no closer than 4" to the
final grade or 2" to a hard surface (sidewalk,

driveway, etc.)

Q: How should I clean my brick?

A: Visit our Installation page at provia.com to view our
video on proper cleaning procedures. Do not use
power washers or harsh chemicals on or around
ProVia thin brick products as damage may occur.
